Rural AME Zion Churches, throughout the Region—

Churches have long formed the heart of the African

American community. Yet, many AME Zion churches
throughout the region have seen their congregations
dwindle due to economic and demographic changes.

Structures, like Reaves AME Zion church in Navessé
Moore’s Chapel AME Zion Church off Hwy 133 in
Brunswick County, become endangered when they no
longer house a vibrant, economically-viable chuch
maintain them.
